Fall 2022 Recruitment News

For the first time in two years, recruiters from Okanagan College are hitting the road again for PSI visits at high schools
throughout B.C. this fall. For other recruitment event news, see below for each campus.

Salmon Arm:

Recruitment activities for the fall are ramping up at the Salmon Arm campus. School District 83's career counsellors,
teachers, and WorkBC staff have been invited to a Counsellor After School Social Program Update on October 13 from 4-
5:30 p.m. where they will learn about program updates and opportunities for their students and clients.

The campus is hosting an Open House on Tuesday, Oct. 18 from 5:30-7 p.m. with booths for each program, a Post-
Secondary FAQ session for parents and prospective students, and program spotlight presentations by professors.
Application fees will be waived during the open house and library staff will be available to help with applications. Learn
more at okanagan.bc.ca/infosessions.

On October 10 she will head north for a week to visit schools in Prince
George, McBride, Quesnel, Williams Lake, and 100 Mile House.
